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The Effect of Group Work Strategy on Developing Creative Thinking
in the History Subject for Grade Nine Students in the Upper Basic Stage

ABSTRACT

This study aims at inspecting the effect of cooperative learning on the development of creative thinking in
the student of 9™ grade in the subject matter of history. The study sample contested of (124) students
(males and females) from the Essential 9" grade of Amman second Education Directory. The researcher
used Torrance test A version which is modified for Jordanian environment. The researcher determined
validity and reliability factors for the test on (45) student from outside the study sample and used
(Kronbaoh—a)) equation in determining the reliability of the test which gave 0.91. The study uncovered the
following results: There are statistically significant variation a (o = 0.05) for the advantage of the group
who studied by using cooperative learning in comparison with the control group. There were differences in
creative thinking advantages for the females. No differences in interaction between the method and gender.
According to the above results, the study recommends that the teachers are advised to direct their teaching
procedures towards cooperative learning, and the trainers should hold up the cooperative learning as the

mainstay in preparing history teachers, in their training programs.
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
