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Legal Protection for Performer’s Copy Right

ABSTRACT

The importance of this study derives from recent legislations organizing in definite performaer’s rights and
copy right in general.

Jordanian law of protection of copy rights didn’t consider a performer as an author but from owners of
related rights.

In other words the performer in Jordanian legislation has financial right and literary right over his owned
performance but not as much as copy rights of an author.

Despite of that the law supports the performer with the same protection that is given to the author whether
in civil or penal protection.

Jordanian law based this position on the international conventions in this field especially Rome
Convention for protection of performers, Wipo performance and phone-grame treaty, (wppt) 1996, and
agreement on trade-related aspects of intellectual property rights (Trips) 1994
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
